Local Children's Trust Partnership - Lancaster District
Children's Trusts were set up in response to a inquiry carried out in to the death of Victoria Climbié, which highlighted the extent to which better working together and communication are crucial to improving children's services and outcomes for all children and young people. The Children’s Trust Partnership in Lancaster was established in April 2008 and also serves as the Children and Young People Thematic Group on the LSP, contributing to the delivery of the Sustainable Community Strategy. 

What does the Trust Partnership do:

· acts upon the views of children and young people
· develops a strategic vision for ensuring positive outcomes and the safeguarding of all children and young people
· leads integrated working across all sectors that work with children, young people and families.
The Trust also implements integrated processes, such as the Common Assessment Framework; a shared assessment tool for use across all children’s services in England to help early identification of needs of children and young people and to promote a co-ordinated approach on how those needs should be met.
